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Neolithic Collections in Greece: An Archaeological
and Museological Approach
Alexandra Tranta-Nikoli

This article deals with the exhibitions of the Neolithic collections
in Greece and questions whether and in what extend the scien-
tific archaeological tendencies are misrepresented and the mod-
ern museological trends are adopted in them, in an effort to de-
tect the theory behind the practice.

By examining the Neolithic collections of the museums that
have been chosen as case studies, we have reached the con-
clusion that they are distinguished by the following characteris-
tics: grouping of the exhibition articles according to context, con-
temporary additions to genuine objects, frequent use of repre-
sentations and reconstructions, employment of folklore parallels.

Although the demand for sincerity on behalf of the exhibitions
curators has been stressed, and the present notion of history has
brought up the relativity issue of every historical interpretation, it
seems after all that the curators adopt the educational approach,
thus considering that truth is objective and exists regardless of
the spectator. Which means that the curators have failed to un-
derstand —or they do not convey it in the exhibitions- that even
though they might invest the exhibits with their interpretation, they
should not reconstruct the past.

The Neolithic civilization is not reflected in the aforementioned
collections, but only the historical framework that has incubated
the apprehension of the curators who have set up the exhibitions.
As a result, exhibits --genuine and reconstructed-- and teaching
aids, in the form of texts and audiovisual supplements, “con-
verse” with each other, thus creating an entire representational
system, in which, however, the present-day archaeological theo-
ries or the modern museological experimentations are altogether
absent.
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
