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A possible potter’s mark (?) from Kasos

Kasos, in the south-east part of the Dodecanese, is at the cross-
roads of an important Bronze Age trade route, from Crete to the
islands of the north Aegean and to the Troad, as well as to the
shores of Asia Minor and towards the coast of Palestine and
Egypt.

On the route east from Crete, as a first port of call from
Palaikastro and Zakros, Kasos was most definitely part, both of
Minoan occupation and territory, as well as being under its influ-
ence. This is testified by the sporadic finds, as well as by the
probable permanent places of occupation of Helatros in the south
west part of the island. In a field and in front of a rock shelter was
found a loom weight, lens- shaped, while on one side there is an
engraved sign which is not to be found in any Minoan linear
script. It is most probably a potter’s mark or may even refer to
the type of thread it held taught on the loom. It is however certain
that it testifies to the presence of Minoan potters as well as weav-
ing on a Minoan loom.
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
